The other good news is that all proposals stated came 
in under what I was expecting.  It’s nice to know cost 
could be less of a factor in the decision-making process.

This gives you the 
opportunity to see what new features are coming out 
for Symphony, hear what other libraries throughout the 
state have to say and to voice your concerns directly to 
SirsiDynix.  I hope to see you there!

The Steering Committee has approved the aquisition of 
two servers to replace the aging servers that currently 
host Symphony and related software packages.  If all 
goes well we will transferring Symphony to the new 
hardware next month.
