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I am pleased to announce that the RFP Committee 
along the with YLN Steering Committee have selected 
SirsiDynix Symphony as the ILS of choice to be used 
by the YLN membership over the next 5-7 years.  My 
thanks to everyone that participated in the process to 
make it successful and to all of the YLN membership 
for allowing those their staff and colleagues to 
participate in the process.
 
The last steps will be contract negotiation and the Board 
approving the agreed upon contract.  The ILS selection 
process is almost complete.

Please do not forget that the Symphony server migration 
will disrupt services next week.  Symphony will  
be down on June 20th for the entire day.
StaffWeb and Director’s Station will be down on 
different days next week also.  Here is the schedule:

Platform migration - setup - June 2 
Symphony migration - June 20 
Software install - StaffWeb - June 21 
Software install - Director’s Station - June 22-23 
Director’s Station - quality check - June 24

The Symphony test system was successfully migrated 
on June 7th.  The entire test really went off without a 
hitch with only a single problem that required follow-up 
after the transition was completed.

The next project on the horizon will be the RFID RFP 
as I mentioned in the last monthly report.  I will put 
together a project plan this month and start asking 
if certain people from the YLN membership can 
participate in the RFID RFP Committee.  The RFID 
process is going to be different from the ILS RFP 
because of the nature of RFID versus the ILS.  The 
YLN has a considerable amount of investment in our 
current RFID technology including AMH Systems, 
gates and antennas.  On top of that we are also using 

our own data model which while simple and non-unique 
is not standard.  It’s not standard because there is no 
RFID standard for an RFID tag data model.  These 
complexities are going to make this competitive process 
more complicated than the ILS competitive process.  My 
goal is to have a new RFID master contract in place 
some time in September.  I will explore alternatives to 
the process stated above if it is in the best interests of 
the YLN.

We have also made some changes to how Overdrive 
authenticates.  Previously Overdrive authenticated using 
our barcode prefix.  Given the nature of the YLN and 
how we operate this method has not worked well for 
us.  I was asked by PPL and agreed to have changed to 
barcode number and agency.  Overdrive is still working 
on tweaking it so it will work right but we hope this new 
method will improve authentication.
